COMMENTS

in February 2005, the City Engineer was authorized by the Board of Public Works (Board) to
advertise and issue a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to provide geotechnical and environmental
consutlting services on a pre-qualified, as needed basis. At that time, the City Engineer was alse
authorized to negotiate Personal Services Contracts with the highest rated and most responsive
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firms. On November 9, 2005, the Board approved a report from the City Engineer requesting
authority to execute standard consuitant agreements with eight firms to create a rotating on-call list
for geotechnical and environmental consultant services.

These firms were selected through a competitive bid process in which the RFQ was advertised in
newspapers, with marketing and architectural/engineering associations and on the Internet. The RFQ
was also posted on the Los Angeles Business Assistance Virtual Network (LA BAVN) where 251
consultants downloaded it and the accompanying attachments.

Of the geotechnical and environmental consulting firms solicited, 22 firms responded to the RFQ. A
four member rating panel consisting of Bureau of Engineering (BOE) geotechnical staff reviewed the
Statements of Qualifications (SOQ) to create a “short list” of 15 firms based on the following criteria:
technical qualifications, record of past performance, experience, approach to work and cost control,
The consultants on the "short list" were then interviewed further to assess their knowledge and
capabilities with regards to geotechnical and environmental services for Public Works projects and
ranked based on the same criteria used for assessing their SOQs. Of the 15 firms, 12 firms scored
above 80 and were recommended for contract consideration. The Bureau of Contract Administration
(BCA) is in the process of completing their compliance review on four of the 12 firms. BOE reports an
urgent need to finalize contracts with the eight approved firms to handle pending work and will return
with a request to approve the remaining four firms upon completion of the compliance review by BCA.

Accordingly, the eight firms chosen by Department of Public Works staff are: Camp, Dresser &
McKee Inc., ET Environmental Corporation, Geomatrix Consultants Inc., Kleinfelder Inc., Mactec
Engineering & Consulting Inc., Ninyo & Moore Inc., Pinnacle Environmental Technologies and Van
Beveren & Butelo Inc.

The scope of work to be performed will be defined as the services become necessary. The fees for
services will be negotiated and set by Task Order Solicitations as established by the City Engineer, or
his designee. The scope of services includes geotechnical and environmental engineering consulting
services to be performed on a pre-qualified, as needed basis. The assignment of work will be based
on the solicitation of bid responses from all firms on the pre-qualified on-call list for each project
pursuant to established BOE policy.

Any and all work under the agreements with the eight selected firms will be initiated pursuant to a
Task Order Sclicitation issued by the City Engineer, or his designee. The on-call firms will not perform
any work without a duly authorized and executed Notice to Proceed. The term of each contract is five
years from the date of contract execution. The proposed contracts are considered “on-call,” personal
services contracts with no pre-established dollar value.

In accordance with Charter Section 1022, the Personnel Department found that City employees have
the expertise to perform the geotechnical and environmental engineering services to be provided
through the contracts. Subsequently, the City Administrative Officer determined that it was more
feasible and cost effective to utilize consultants as the work is of a limited duration. The City Aftorney
has reviewed and approved the attached contracts as to form. The Bureau of Engineering has
received proof of compliance with all applicable City policies as indicated above. Additionally, as the
agreements are related to construction activities, the Board has the authority to award contracts with
terms up to five years pursuant to the Code Section 10.5(a)(3) of the Los Angeles Administrative
Code.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

That the Mayor:

1. Approve the attached agreements for “on-call” geotechnical and environmental consulting
services between the Department of Public Works, Bureau of Engineering and: Camp, Dresser &
McKee Inc., ET Environmental Corporation, Geomatrix Consultants Inc., Kleinfelder Inc., Mactec

Engineering & Consulting Inc., Ninyo & Moore Inc., Pinnacle Environmental Technologies and
Van Beveren & Butelo Inc.for a term of five years; and,

2.. Authorize the Board of Public Works to execute the attached contracts between the Bureau of

Engineering and the eight “on-call” geotechnical and environmental consulting firms listed above
in Recommendation No. 1,

by project basis from various project accounts and funding sources subject to availability of funds.
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
